LEARNING AND TEACHING RESUMES AT EKUCHATHUZENI PRIMARY SCHOOL


The Department of Education is pleased to announce the resumption of learning and teaching at Ekuchathuzeni Primary School in Emjindini Township, Barberton under the City of Mbombela Local Municipality.


This decision was made following a successful meeting held on Tuesday, 02 September 2025, between the Department and relevant stakeholders including the schools’s SGB and members of the community.


The meeting reached a consensus that learning and teaching should resume while the Department works on a permanent solution to address the infrastructural issues at the school.


Classes resumed yesterday, Wednesday, 03 September 2025, and according to the school report, learners are present and learning as normal.


The Department appointed a contractor to repair the five classrooms that were damaged by a storm earlier this year. 


Subsequently, the Principal Agent responsible for Ekucathuzeni received a report indicating structural challenges with the two blocks of classrooms.


The Principal Agent’s report recommended that classroom maintenance be halted and alternative solutions be explored to address the challenges.


The Department is awaiting a report from the engineers outlining the course of action to permanently address the infrastructure challenges at the school.


As interim relief, the Department will procure five mobile classrooms and deliver them to the school within the next two weeks.


The Department has made a clarion call to all stakeholders to collaborate with the Department in addressing the infrastructural challenges by creating a conducive learning environment that will enable learners to focus more on their studies.


As we approach the end of the third quarter of the 2025 school year, continuous disruptions have the potential to negatively impact learners’ academic performance and that should be avoided as the solution to this matter is in the making.


The department will continue to monitor the situation at the school closely.
