* Onthe second day it is suggested that the markers re-read the questions and answers
before commencing the day's marking.

* Be careful not to focus on keywords or general slatements, but rather read the entire
answer. If in doubt, read the entire answer and then go back to the question paper and
memorandum. Ask yourself or your chief marker if the new response could fit' into the
memorandum to allocate the correct marks to the candidate.
